Legislature Approves Move !
to SEBB

In the final week of the 2019 legislative 
session legislators made good on their 
promise to move public school employees 
into a state-run health insurance system - 
School Employees Benefits Board (SEBB). 
The advisory board included WEA member 
representatives, and representatives from 
classified unions as well. This change is 
expected to go into effect on January 1, 
2020. Your current benefits are in effect until 
December 31st, 2019. WEA will keep us 
informed as the changeover begins to take 
shape.

What is the Process for Claiming Unused Personal Days?

Last fall members approved a new bargained benefit that converts unused personal leave, !that canÕt carry over to 
the next year, into contributions to a tax-free VEBA medical savings account. The WSD will automatically contribute 
$200 for each day that would have been forfeited in the past (see list below). Find more info about VEBA here.!

On July 1st, any employees who have unclaimed days that would otherwise be forfeited, will automatically have 
$200 per forfeited personal leave day contributed to a VEBA account. Those who do not currently have a VEBA 

account will have one activated by WSD at the time of the initial deposit. They will then receive an enrollment guide 
from VEBA Trust, walking them through the required steps to designate their investment choices, and explaining 

how to access the funds. If you have already established a VEBA account for sick leave or other contributions, your 
personal leave payments will be added to that account. !!

5 days Ð 3 days x $200 contributed to VEBA, 2 days carry over to following year!
4 days Ð 2 days x $200 contributed to VEBA, 2 days carry over to following year!
3 days Ð 1 day x $200 contributed to VEBA, 2 days carry over to following year!

20 + years of service with the Wenatchee School District only*!

If on July 1 your personal leave balance is:!

5 days Ð 4 days x $200 contributed to VEBA, 1 day carries over to following year!
4 days Ð 3 days x $200 contributed to VEBA, 1 day carries over to following year!
3 days Ð 2 days x $200 contributed to VEBA, 1 day carries over to following year!

2 days Ð 1 day x $200 contributed to VEBA, 1 day carries over to following year!
*Personal leave is a WSD benefit.!
